Be advised that when the EDU 460B and EDU 460D classes are taken

during the day, the courses require at least one day in class and two days in an assigned school for field experience each week. If the EDU 461
Internship classes are taken during the day, candidates will complete student teaching in an assigned school five days per week for the

entire semester. To complete certification requirements, candidates will also be requried to pass the PRAXIS Il Principles of Learning

and Teaching (PLT) in the correct area of certification.
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
